 Will check your blood pressure 

 Will ask you if you are taking other medication 

 Will tell you when you need to have blood tests  

 Will tell you when you need to have an 

electrocardiograph  

An electrocardiograph is a test to check your heart

The doctor will talk to you about how much Lithium you 

need to take. 

 

The doctor will tell you how to take your Lithium. 

You need to take Lithium for some time so that it works 

best.  

 

You will usually take Lithium tablets at night. 

You will usually take Lithium liquid medicine in the 

morning and in the evening. 

 

If you forget to take your medication you must tell your 

carer and ask your doctor for advice. 

 

 

 

You should not stop taking your medication suddenly as 

this could make you feel unwell.

 Have a rash on your skin 

 Have swelling in your ankles 

 Lose interest in sex  

 Feel unwell 

 

You must speak to your doctor today if you  

 Have the runs 

 Your hands shake 

 Feel unsteady 

 Have problems seeing 

 Feel sick 

 Have fits 

 Feel very tired
